Ref: 06/2003/0975 mobile phone mast at Fulwood Ambulance Station
I wish to object to the planning application for a Mobile Phone Mast installation on the above site.

The proposed location is:

1 Close to the road to the car parks at Sharoe Green Hospital and despite the mast being behind the row of trees from one direction is in front of the trees from the other direction and will therefore be clearly visible.

2 Directly opposite two storey residential flats where the residents will have an uninterrupted and un-masked view of the structure and the base controls cabin.

3 Very close to the houses on Highgate Avenue.

4 Very close to Fulwood Tennis Club and tennis courts young children attend to learn and play tennis. This is a similar situation to the special consideration given to Masts in School playgrounds. The Stewart Report recommends a precautionary approach where children under 16 years of age are concerned.

5 There is a Home for Younger Disabled directly to the South of the Mast site and concerns must be for the correct functioning of any Electro-medical equipment used for the patients.

6 At the end of Highgate Avenue near to the proposed Mast site is a Children’s Nursery and there are recommendations that the very young require special consideration where Mobile phone installations are concerned. The Stewart Report recommends a precautionary approach where children under 16 years of age are concerned.  

7 On the Sharoe Green Hospital site there is a Maternity block which will be in direct line of site of the Mast Location and in the direct line of one of the aerials and may be in the zone of the concentrated waves which these installations tend to emit. The Stewart Report recommends a precautionary approach where children under 16 years of age are concerned.

8 Actually located in the corner of the Ambulance Station and we are all informed that we Must Not use mobile phones within Hospital premises as this can affect the functioning of Bio-medical equipment so will the transmitter not affect the equipment fitted and carried within the Ambulances.

9 The area is a Conservation Area which suggests that all building works and constructions should be in keeping with the surroundings. It is difficult to visualize how a 15 metre high Mast with three 1.7metre antenna near the top of it can be in keeping with the surrounding Conservation Area.

All or any one of the above considerations make this location totally inappropriate for a Mobile Phone Mast and I wish my views to be taken into consideration when the Planning Application is considered by the Planning Committee.
