Dear Mr. Atherton,

I am writing to register my opposition to the above application for the following reasons.

1. The proposed mast will dominate the skyline for the surrounding area. At 15m it will be 4m taller than any nearby trees. From my property there will be nothing to shield the view of the mast from my garden.  For the residents of Glebe Close the mast will even more intrusive.

2. This is a conservation area, and the building of a mobile phone mast will not enhance the area.

3. I am concerned at the possible long term effects of the emissions from the base station. I am aware that the Department of Health say there is no health risk, but they said that about BSE.

4. I am particularly concerned that the proposed mast is extremely close to the Nursery on Highgate Avenue and the Nursing Homes on Watling Street Road as children and the elderly and infirm are often more susceptible to the effects of external influences.

5. The perceived health risks are very likely to have a detrimental affect on the business of the Nursery as parents may well not be willing to send their children there.

6. I am also concerned that there may be noise pollution from the equipment cabinets that are proposed with the mast.

I hope that you will consider these points and find them compelling enough to turn down this application.

I would also request that a copy this letter be kept on the record, so that if my concerns about health risks are confirmed, and I or my family are affected, then I will have no hesitation in taking any necessary legal action against those responsible.
