As the parent of a child who attends Kennington Primary School, and as a member of the local community, I wish to object to this planning application.

The mast will be a visual intrusion in the surrounding area and an eyesore for those living close to it. I am concerned about the possible ill health effects of microwave radiation and the anxiety generated simply by being continually aware of a nearby mobile phone mast.

The Stewart Report suggests precaution in relation to siting mobile phone masts near schools. It follows that greater precautions should be taken in residential areas, where children spend most of their time.

I know that Hutchison will certify the radiation levels to be within certain limits, but the UK standards are much less stringent than the standards now being adopted by many countries; and no one is certain of the long-term effects of even low levels of microwave radiation.

Please do not risk our children’s future health.
