Dear Mr. Atherton,

I wish to register my objection  to the above application for two reasons.

Firstly, although telecommunications companies say that their equipment falls within government guidelines regarding radiation emissions, having read the Stewart Report much of the evidence for these claims seems inconclusive and the long term risks have not been fully researched, parallels being drawn with the hazards of asbestos and the emergence of new variant CJD.(The report , Section 6.6, p.107.)

Indeed the Report advises a precautionary approach in siting such installations particularly when near schools or the frail and elderly. As this proposed site is very close to a children’s nursery on Highgate Avenue, and near to nursing homes located on Watling Street Road it seems to be highly inappropriate.

As evidence suggests that a five year old child could absorb 60% more radiation than an adult and will be exposed to RF radiation for the rest of their future lives, it is not surprising that their parents will be worried by any exposure more than necessary. If parents of the children attending the private nursery perceive that there may be any risk it is likely that they would remove their children with the result that the owners of the business would lose their livelihood and any staff employed would be made redundant.

Secondly there is the consideration of the loss of amenity and perhaps a reduction in the value of properties close to the proposed site which should be considered. 

The justification given by Hutchison for choosing the Vicarage Lane site as its prime choice of location is that the mast would be screened from the south by existing trees. However the trees are only 11m high so this is hardly adequate, and there would be no screening of residential properties to the east or west in Highgate Avenue or Glebe Close. Several of the properties in Glebe Close are extremely close to the site and would have a totally uninterrupted view of the mast and its surrounding compound which seems completely unacceptable.

I hope that you will consider these points and find them compelling enough to turn down this application,
