Proposed H3G Base Station PR0043

I have today been given a copy of your letter of 5 August 2003 to Owner/Occupier 44 Highgate Avenue. I am disturbed that you have neither informed nor consulted other residents who are affected by your proposals.

You will be aware that ICNIRP compliance does not guarantee safety and that considerable research, including some sponsored by the UK government, is currently being carried out into the possible harmful effects of radiation emitted by mobile base stations. Given the widespread safety concerns regarding mobile base stations it seems to me that your company should make every endeavour to choose a site with minimal adjacent residential property.

Your letter gives a brief indication of sites considered and rejected. It appears that other potential sites have not been considered. Are you aware, for example, that the former Fulwood workhouse, some 200m east of your proposed site, and formerly part of the acceptable Sharoe Green Hospital complex, is no longer owned by Sharoe Green Hospital? Given the extensive grounds of this property it would be a safer choice than the site you currently propose. Have you considered the allotment area some 500m south of the proposed site? What about some of the business premises, with grounds, just to the west of the rejected BT Exchange? Incidentally, why is an 8m mast on the BT Exchange worse than a 15m pole?

According to the mobile coverage map on your company website, this part of Fulwood already has adequate coverage. The area indicated as needed boosting is roughly 1000m to the north west. Have you considered installing a base station in that area? The fire station, a very large traffic island and extensive areas of apparently unused land are surely better candidates than an Ambulance station less than 50 yards from a children’s nursery and a large number of family homes?

You have written a three-page letter regarding a proposed mobile base station without once mentioning safety. Both the content and tone of your letter suggest, to me, the intention of Hutchison 3G UK to expedite this matter with minimal effort and expenditure, and without consideration for those affected. In order to help me to judge the validity of your proposal please supply me with detailed documentation that shows why you need to site the base station in the very limited locality you have chosen. Please ensure that this documentation gives the position of current base stations and shows signal strengths and other pertinent parameters in relation to location.

I am pleased to note that Hutchison commits itself to responding to complaints and enquiries about radio base stations within ten working days. I look forward to an early and detailed reply to my letter and trust that those of us affected by your proposed plans will have time to consider and respond to the matter before you apply for planning permission.
