Proposed H3G mobile phone base station at Fulwood Ambulance Station adjacent Fulwood Tennis Club

It has recently come to my notice that Hutchison 3G UK Ltd. propose to construct an H3G radio base station on the car park of Fulwood Ambulance Station, Vicarage Lane, Fulwood, Preston, PR2 8EG.

I am very concerned at this proposal as I have children, as do many other residents in the Avenue, and at present medical evidence seems inconclusive that there are no long term risks to levels of even low dose radiation from such masts.

As there is a children’s nursery on Highgate Avenue and a number of nursing homes on nearby Watling Street Road, it seems a particularly unsuitable location for such a structure. Indeed the Stewart Report recommends that masts should not be located near schools.

In addition to health grounds I feel a structure of this height would have a detrimental aesthetic effect on the surrounding conservation area.  Although there is a screen of trees to the south of the site, they are only 11m. high and the proposed mast would be 15m. Thus there would be no screening of any of the residential properties to the east or west of the site, in Highgate Avenue and Glebe and Vicarage Closes.

I recognise that the mobile phone industry is a growing one, but I would ask that planning departments press the phone companies to share masts, and to find locations which are least detrimental to residential or populous areas.

Although the proposed plan has not yet been made official I just wanted to alert you to my concerns, which I’m sure are shared by many of my neighbours.
